SASI Presents “Where Are The

This research project re-imagines archival images
and their connected stories through an inclusion
of women’s voices and lived experiences. The
research, based on the interview of four South
Asian women from the Fraser Valley who were
separated from their partners for a number of
years before reuniting with them in Canada,
sought to interrupt that flow of time to re-inscribe
the untold story into the images so that the story
becomes complete. This research included re-
searching the archival images, and reimagining
old family portraits- complete with the story as
we learn it.

The SASI is grateful for the kind and generous
support of the BC Historical Federation and the
awarding of the Centennial Legacy Fund grant
which allowed us to collect these stories which are
too often ignored. We hope this project motivates
other women to come forward with their incredi-
ble stories of settlement and migration.

Virtual Opening of New Exhibition: Komagata Maru:
Discrimination Meets Determination

On April 14th , 2021 the South Asian Studies Institute launched a permanent outdoor exhibit and temporary indoor exhibit at
the Sikh Heritage Museum located in the National Historic Site Gur Sikh Temple, Abbotsford BC. The exhibit, titled “Komagata
Maru: Discrimination Meets Determination” pays homage to historic 1914 and to the power of determination to enact
meaningful change by South Asian would-be immigrants through the threaded connections to ongoing legacies of racism. The
exhibit was based on the original 2014 exhibit which was curated and designed by the Vancouver Maritime Museum to
coincide with the centennial of the Komagata Maru incident.

The opening virtual launch featured reflections by descendants of the passengers of the Komagata Maru including Raj Toor
and Sukhi Ghuman and poetry reading from author of Chanting Denied Shores Tariq Malik and a new poem by Dr. Kusum Soni.

SASI Symposium 2020 Caste, Diaspora
& the Future with Dr. Suraj Yengde

The SASI annual symposium featured a keynote address by
noted scholar Dr. Suraj Yengde followed by a Q&A moderat-
ed by SASI Director Dr. Satwinder Kaur Bains.

Dr. Yengde, a Senior Fellow at the Harvard Kennedy School
is author of the bestseller “Caste Matters” which was recent-
ly listed as “Best Non-Fiction Book of the Decade” by The
Hindu. Suraj is also co-editor of “The Radical in Ambedkar
Critical Reflection” published by Allen Lane, 2018. Suraj is
India’s first Dalit Ph.D. holder from an African university.
He curates a widely popular column “Dalitality” covering
caste related issues for the Indian Express. He is a Human
Rights attorney, who is also an anti-caste and anti-racism
advocate. He has been an ongoing contributor to the Col-
umnist at The Huffington Post, Hindustan Times, LiveMint,
The Mexican Times, and The Conversation.

In his talk Dr. Yengde
looked at the kinetic
sources of caste and

its porosity among the
diasporic Indian society.
The ongoing interest
around issues of caste

in the diaspora resulted
in a large response and
symposium turn out. The
SASI will be engaging in
a three year long plan to
embed caste conversations
in their work through
various programming and
research. The symposium
was co-sponsored by
Poetic Justice Founda-
tion, Chetna Association
of Canada and the Hari
Sharma Foundation.

Thamilini Jothilingam reaches into the bankers box and pulls out a weathered
black and white photograph. The delicate print of South Asian Canadian
entrepreneur Mayo Singh standing in front of his mill town Paldi’s store front in
1917 tells a story of resiliency and community building that continues to inspire
today. These images, once destined for decay, are now slated for a new life as part
of the South Asian Canadian Digital Archive (SACDA).

As the Digital Asset Archivist, Thamilini and her team of student research
assistants have been methodically digitizing thousands of photos, documents, and
videos from privately held collections. The end results will be a publicly accessible
digital archive that recognizes our shared past, strengthens our present, and builds
a better future by recording and sharing the stories of South Asian Canadians
through the twentieth and twenty-first century.

SACDA launches in April with 15 collections and three exhibits that tell the stories
of early South Asian migration to Canada.

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Nerlap Sidhu, a teacher at Eugene Reimer Elementary School in Abbotsford,
peers over the shoulder of Harbir, one of her grade-seven students, to see him
penciling together the nodes of an elaborate diagram. The web of interconnecting
words written by Harbir includes terms like, “Gurdwara”, “farming”, and “India”,
reflecting his cultural roots and family heritage.

This period, Nerlap’s students are working on one of the many activities produced
as part of Saffron Threads — a new educational resource for K-12 teachers
produced in partnership with OpenSchool BC that explores South Asian Canadian
history, culture, and heritage.

“I learned that every country has a diverse history and within in that history there
is knowledge to be learnt and told”, says Jaskaran, a grade 7 student at Eugene
Reimer.

Saffron Threads’ detailed activity plans and resources help teachers bring
important topics for all students into the classroom including migration,
discrimination, identity, and culture. The resources span across all grade levels and
explore social studies, math, food studies, and more.

And the learning is extending outside the classroom. Saffron Threads is inspiring
conversations around the dinner table.

“I learned about my origins, roots, and ancestry”, says Harbir. “It's important to
learn about South Asian Canadian history. | have now have the ability to have
great and lengthy discussions with my family [about it].”

A timeline building card game, coined “Time Shuffle”, has also been produced
to introduce students to historically significant events in South Asian Canadian
History.

Painting the resources with a beautiful visual treatment, Vancouver artist Sandeep
Johal created a set of artwork (right) to be included on the Saffron Threads
website, Time Shuffle box, and learning resources.

SOCIAL HISTORY BOOK

South Asian Canadians have a long, rich, vibrant, robust, and evocative history in
what we call British Columbia.

Canadians in BC. Writing history in the first-person narrative by South Asians was
particularly important for us and we have shaped this social history book to reflect
our stories, our profiles, and our rich and challenging history.

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HISTORIC SITES

We have established linkages and partnerships that further the historic record
through engagement, signage, future development, and enhancing existing
infrastructures. This effort includes updating the history of these sites with new
images and descriptions. There is an updated Heritage BC Cultural map and a
print catalogue that amplifies and highlights the history behind these sites and
their contemporary influence on future generations.

Sharing the sites of historic significance for South Asian Canadians in BC engages
us with our heritage, improves knowledge, and increases cultural tourism. This
limited list of historic sites gives inspiration to communities to continue to build
the heritage register for BC.

LABOUR HISTORY RESEARCH

In partnership with the BC Labour Heritage Centre, a record of the historic South
Asian Canadian Labour Movement in British Columbia has been written.

This history has been included in a new book, “Union Zindabad: South Asian
Canadian Labour History in British Columbia” in print and available freely online
via the South Asian Canadian Digital Archive.

“Zindabad” is used as a rallying cheer or exclamation of support in Punjabi, Hindi,
Urdu, Odia and Bengali languages, literally translating to “Long live [idea or
person].” In the BC labour movement, cries of “Farmworkers Zindabad!” have been
heard at massive protest rallies in recent decades, but the phrase has a history
that reaches across the Pacific Ocean. The title of the book encapsulates the spirit
of South Asian Canadian labour activism: “Long Live the Union!”.

HAQ AND HISTORY TRAVELLING EXHIBITION
AND OUTREACH BOXES

Haq and History, a bilingual travelling exhibit in Punjabi and English, showcases
the history and contributions of the diverse South Asian Canadian Diaspora in BC.
In partnership with the Royal BC Museum, the team has built on and revamped
the exhibit to make it portable for travel across British Columbia.

Haq and History Outreach Boxes provide materials, images, and activities that
bring content about the community of Paldi to life. There are archival documents,
photographs, and games that helps users think critically about what it would
have been like to live there in that community and what the significance of that
community today.

No matter where you are in BC, there will be materials ready to be accessed. Six
copies of the Outreach Box have been produced. Some will circulate throughout
the province with community partners while others will be permanently available
at the Royal BC Museum.

The Province of British Columbia provided the SASI
$1.14 million in funding with support from the Abbotsford
Community Foundation to deliver the South Asian Cana-
dian Legacy Project. The funding allows SASI to continue
pushing forward work showcasing past and present contri-
butions of the Punjabi community to British Columbia.

The BC Arts Council, Arts Infrastructure program grant
in the amount of $24,436 was awarded to the SASI for the
installation of a permanent exhibit based on the Vancou-
ver Maritime Museum’s 2014 exhibit titled “Komagata
Maru: Challenging Injustice.” The exhibit was displayed
at the Sikh Heritage Museum located in the National
Historic Site and Gur Sikh Temple in Abbotsford, BC.

The SASI received the Expanded Arts and Culture Resil-
ience Supplement Award from the BC Arts Council in the
amount of $18,000. This grant assists cultural organiza-
tions cope with the impacts of the COVID-19 crisis and
was used to support SASI work related to project out-
comes that were hampered by the COVID pandemic.

The SASI received the Vancouver Heritage Foundation’s
Yosef Wosk Publication Grant in the amount of $2,000
which assisted in the catalogue publication based on the
Vancouver Maritime Museum exhibit “Komagata Maru:

The Sikh Heritage Museum in Abbotsford, located in the National Historic Site Gur Sikh Temple received the
“National Trust for Canada award as a Resilient Historic Place.”

Established in 2013 through the generous sponsorship of Ecclesiastical Insurance, these awards honour projects
and sites in two categories: exemplary commercial, institutional or mixed-use projects (transformative projects);
and places that demonstrate exemplary heritage stewardship and long-term sustainability (resilient historic
places). With these awards, the National Trust also recognizes the people who have contributed to the successful
regeneration of historic buildings and sites across the country.

According to the awarding letter, the independent awards jury was a unanimous decision. The Gur Sikh Temple,
a 109 year old building, is managed by the Khalsa Diwan Society, Abbotsford. Since 2011, the SASI has taken on
the curating and management of the Sikh Heritage Museum, located in the ground floor of the Heritage building.

A visionary leader with an unshakable commitment
to equality and cultural justice, Dr. Satwinder Bains
was the 2021 recipient of UFV’s Faculty Service
Excellence Award.“As a woman of colour, not only
is she smashing glass ceilings of patriarchy within
academia, but also in conservative cultural spaces,”
says Anita Lal, co-founder and director of the Poetic
Justice Foundation, and one of Bains’ many nomi-
nation references. “With each win she brings down

barriers for future genera-
tions of women.”

And as her robust CV at-
tests, Bains is no stranger to
putting in the hard work it
takes to make a difference.

An early association with
Abbotsford Community
Services led to connections

at UFV, inspiring Bains to join the university more
than a decade ago. Today, she is as an associate
professor in the department of Social Cultural and
Media Studies. In addition to teaching, she made an
immediate impact by spearheading a $2.25M do-
nation drive crucial to establishing the BC Region-
al Innovation Chair in Canada-India Partnership
Development — and with it UFV’s South Asian
Studies Institute, which she has guided as director
since 2006.

The Arty Awards are an annual celebration of the creative and
performing arts talent of Abbotsford, recognizing winners in
nine categories: Visual Arts, Performing Arts, Media Arts, Lit-
erary Arts, Lifestyle, Arts Advocate, Emerging Artists Youth
Achievement, and Lifetime Achievement.

A YEAR OF REFLECTION AND RECKONING



A Moment of Reckoning: Dr. Satwinder Kaur Bains, Director ]

We pause to acknowledge the heartbreaking grief and pain of indigenous families
who lost their beloved children. Tk’emlups te Secwépemc First Nation Chief Rosanne
Casimir calls the discovery of 215 children buried in a mass grave an “unthinkable
loss that was spoken about, but never documented by the Kamloops Indian Residen-
tial School,” which was the largest school in the country’s Indian Affairs residential
school system. For more than a hundred years. 160,000 Indigenous children across
Canada were forcibly removed from their families and placed into boarding schools
where their language, spirituality, culture and basic humanity was literally beaten out
of them. Many of them died. We can no longer plead ignorance, continue omission,
condone erasure, be accomplices to the neglect of these facts and evidence in Cana-

dian history. We need to own up to our dark past and our not so informed present. No

longer can we wring our hands and say we had nothing to do with it.

Today we do. Today we are being held to account for what we are going to do. This known yet omitted history is the cause of indescribable pain
and anguish in our communities and we cannot be oblivious to it anymore. For all of us: we must make the time to educate our selves if we have

not already done so and commit to a better world. This cannot ever happen again. And we must learn our history.

The
virtual event focused on the articulation of bold and concrete
recommendations for change as well as strengthening relationships of
advocacy with other anti-racism movements.
